The Little Car
The “little car” logo came about in the mid-1960s.  Adding a hand-drawn “smiley face” to one’s signature was newly popular.  As a young car guy, I just couldn’t tolerate something that cute.  I had to have a manly car logo.

The first renditions were complex and difficult to draw.  As its use increased, it evolved and softened into an easily and rapidly sketched image.  By the early 1970s, it reached its final form and was receiving compliments on being so “cute” – a devastating comment until realizing the compliments were mainly from girls.  Puppies, poetry, a car logo… whatever works.
The little car has since appeared on checks, stationery, tee shirts (and jockey shorts!), business cards, driver suits, helmets, every one of my race cars and, of course, as part of my signature.  It has been turned into custom gold jewelry – earrings, a pendant and a bracelet charm with diamonds in the wheel centers.
After forty years of identifying me, it was only natural for the little car to become the logo for Challenger Consulting – an extension of Charlie Henry.
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
